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2Students accepted to the Interdisciplinary Studies major (a selective program) create an approved Program of Study
(POS) to plan their upper-division courses across two or three academic disciplines; two disciplines require at least 12
upper-division credit hours each; three disciplines require at least 8 upper-division credit hours each. During the Fall of
sophomore year (when 30 hours of coursework are complete), students apply to the IDS program.

30ne of the upper-division courses must be approved as an integrative or bridge course, clearly linking the
chosen disciplines in the program of study thematically.
