1 Courses that meets CATC Thematic Core tags: ENGL 155 (LE), ENGL 156 (LE), ENGL 215 (LE). Many of 

the options for the various period and figure course also carry CATC Thematic Core tags. A maximum of 

3 Thematic Core tags can be used for both a major requirement and a CATC requirement.  

2 ENGL 155 or 156 is the gateway course for all majors. ENGL 155 or 156 is a prerequisite to ENGL 215 

and cannot be met by Advanced Placement scores. All English majors are required to take both ENGL 

155 or 156 and ENGL 215 and should therefore avoid taking ENGL 111 or ENGL 115, which are for non-

majors. 

3 ENGW 213 Creative Writing is a prerequisite for all creative writing courses and should be taken as 

early as the second semester of study. 

4 Select one of each Pre and Post 1800 British Literature course: 

- PRE- 1800 British Literature: ENGL 331, ENGL 336, ENGL 337 or ENGL 338 

- Post- 1800 British Literature: ENGL 352, ENGL 355, ENGL 361, ENGL 364 or ENGL 365 

5 Select at least one of each American Literature periods, 6 hours minimum: 

- Period Survey Course: ENGL 341, ENGL 342, ENGL 343. 

- Focus from a different time period: ENGL 381, ENGL 382, ENGL 383, ENGL 391, ENGL 392, ENGL 

393 

6 British/World Figure: Select one of the following: ENGL 384, ENGL 385, ENGL 386, ENGL 387, ENGL 388, 

ENGL 485, ENGL 486 

7 4-8 credits of Upper level writing courses: ENGW 332, ENGW 333, ENGW 335, ENGW 336, ENGW 471 

8 ENGW 494 Senior Seminar is offered every semester and is required in the senior year. Students may 

take it either in the fall or spring. 

-While the above MAP represents one path through the major, all other writing and literature courses 

may be taken in an order of students’ own choosing, in consultation with their advisors. In the writing 

concentration category, students choose 4 courses, including Senior Seminar, for a total of 16 hours. 

Within the historical framework category, students choose 4 courses for a total of 16 hours. (See major 

checklist or course catalog for all the courses that satisfy these requirements.) 

-Students are encouraged to add to their experience in writing, editing, publishing, and tutoring through 

on-campus opportunities like the Writing Center, The Record, Writing Fellows, Kodon, Sub-Creation, and 

The Pub.
