- There are two Art History Major tracks, the difference being the inclusion of Archaeology. The
Alternate Program of Study (without Archaeology) enables more flexibility to supplement Art History
with work in other departments or beyond Wheaton. It is especially useful for students seeking to
double major, as supporting courses applied to an Art History major can count towards different majors
as well. The criteria for identifying supporting classes are anything that fortifies knowledge of Art History
(History of Philosophy, Literature, History, Anatomy, Study Abroad courses, Wheaton in Chicago courses,
etc.).

-A reading knowledge of two foreign languages is recommended for students who anticipate graduate
study.
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
