How can a 1-day workshop help me? 

Training is essential for a credible, effective ESL 
teaching ministry. The carefully sequenced 1-day 
workshop format is designed to be a first step or 
the next step after conferences which provide 
more of a “smorgasbord” rather than carefully 
sequenced topics. 

What is the date and time for the workshop?
