TUITION AND FEE PAYMENT

AUDIT POLICY

Undergraduate:

Any student may audit up to two courses a semester by filing an approved audit application to the Registrar's Office by the
second week of the course. A $100 audit fee is charged per course. An audit does not meet any Wheaton requirements.
No credit is given for courses audited. To have the audit recorded on a student’s transcript, the student is required to
complete certain course requirements. In addition to the audit fee, any course fees will also be charged. Private lessons
and independent studies cannot be audited.

Graduate School

Any student carrying a full-time academic schedule (8 or more semester hours) may audit one course without charge by
filing an approved audit application at the Registrar's Office. In addition, part-time graduate students who will complete
all graduation requirements by the end of the current semester are entitled to a free audit. No credit is given for courses
audited. To have the audit recorded on a student’s transcript, the student is required to complete certain course
requirements. In addition to the audit fee, any course fees will also be charged. Part-time graduate students auditing
courses are charged the student audit rate.

Spouse Audits: The audit privilege for a full-time graduate student may be used by the student's spouse if the student is
not auditing a course. Application for a spouse audit is made through the Graduate Admissions Office.

Experimental Courses: Spring 2024

EXPERIMENTAL COURSES (on the schedule, but not in the catalog)

CSCI 240. Programming for Math Sci. (4 cr.) CRN 13228

An introduction to computer programming for students who want to apply programming to mathematics or
the natural sciences. Topics include problem-solving, types, control structures, and functions. Programming
is taught using Python or a similar language and libraries for statistics and numerical processing. Not open
to students who have passed CSCI 235 or the equivalent.

PSYC 470. Intro to Clinical Mental Health Counseling. (2 cr.) CRN 13287

This course provides a general understanding of the history of counseling, the history and overview of
clinical mental health counseling, and the professional practice of counseling. The content covered will
include basic counseling concepts, major theoretical counseling approaches and techniques used by
counselors, the process of counseling, and the various roles played by professional counselors in diverse
settings. Prerequisites: Field of study: Psychology; Junior or Senior standing, or permission of instructor.

SWEL 340. Social Welfare Policy, Practice, and Public Theology. (4 cr.) CRN 13283

This class will engage the theology and practice of social welfare policy, with a focus on how public
theologians have engaged these questions in the United States. The course will furthermore teach students
about social work theory in practice, analyzing the current policies, designing alternatives, anticipating

(dis)advantages, weighing benefits vs costs, and making sound choices among imperfect alternatives.
Crosslisted with URBN 340.

URBN 340. Social Welfare Policy, Practice, and Public Theology. (4 cr.) CRN 13284

This class will engage the theology and practice of social welfare policy, with a focus on how public
theologians have engaged these questions in the United States. The course will furthermore teach students
about social work theory in practice, analyzing the current policies, designing alternatives, anticipating
